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The California General Education Transfer Curriculum (Cal-GETC) is a general education pattern that fulfills all lower-division general education requirements
at all California State University (CSU) campuses and most University of California (UC) campuses/majors. It is also accepted by some private/independent
or out of state universities. Cal-GETC is the recommended general education pathway for students who intend to transfer to a UC or CSU campus, or who are not
yet sure of their intended transfer university.

Completion of the Cal-GETC pattern is not an admission requirement for transfer to most UC or CSU campuses, nor is it the only way to fulfill the lower
division GE requirements of a UC or CSU campus prior to transfer. Please consult with a Counselor to determine the most appropriate general education
pattern and requirements for transfer to a CSU or UC. This information is based on the 2025-2026 Miramar College Catalog. Consult the SDCCD District
COLLEGE CATALOGS website for current catalogs and updates (including addenda and errata). Be advised some information can change with catalog updates
during the year.
