Meeting called to order at 3:40pm.

A. Approval of Agenda and Previous Minutes
Agenda was amended to add:

· Affirmation of the new adjunct senators

· Updated information on online mentoring by Fred Garces to “Old Business”
· Brief report by Wheeler North on State Academic Senate 
The amended agenda was unanimously approved.

Minutes of the Sept. 15th meeting were unanimously approved without modification.
B. Senate Reports
i. Treasurer – David Buser reported the treasury has a balance of $1,226.30. The AFT donated $300 to the Senate Barbecue for the purchase of items through Food Services. 
ii. President – Daphne summed up upcoming events: 
a. Holiday Barbecue on Thursday Dec. 3rd. Agreement was reached to shift the barbecue start time to

12 - 12:15pm instead of 11:30am, for more faculty members to attend.

b. District Board meeting on Oct 15th at 4pm at the District Office in Mission Valley will include a Governance Workshop on the relationship between the Board and the Academic Senate. The State Academic Senate Treasurer, Beth Smith, will be in attendance.
c. Senate meeting on Oct. 20th will include a report by Mark Manasse on Basic Skills and a Senate/Union issues forum with the AFT President, Jim Mahler.

iii. Past President – Darrel Harrison reported on: 

a. Further increase in State budget cuts

b. CGC plan to restructure campus governance to encourage participation by changing many committees into work groups. 

c. Plan to change CEC meetings into a monthly board-like meeting. 
d. Jim Mahler will be addressing the Senate on SLOs. The union recently passed a statement on SLOs that they hoped our Senate would approve. The statement addresses: the use of SLOs for faculty evaluation (Union/Senate issue), concern about use of SLO assessment outcomes for punitive measures impacting funding, and impact of assessment procedure on workload. 
Prior to the Union passing of this measure, our Senate Executive Board opted to withhold action until union input is received. The Executive Board also emphasized the importance of working at the district level to create a Board policy affirming goals. 
The Union Statement on SLOs will be distributed before the next senate meeting.
C. Special Reports – State Academic Senate resources and upcoming State Plenary session.
Wheeler North pointed to the availability of resources in our Senate office and to 26 resolutions for consideration, so far, at the Fall Plenary session on Nov. 12 in Ontario. Daphne pointed to the importance of attendance for some Senate Executive Board members, Curriculum Committee chair and the Faculty Accreditation co-chair, despite limited funding, and to additional useful resources through the website of the State Academic Senate.
D. Committee Reports/Information

Institutional Effectiveness – Linda Woods presented the IE committee’s proposed 2010-2011 timeline of the College-Wide Master Plan (CWMP), accessible to all on the G-drive. Inclusion of two course SLOAC reporting dates, Dec 15th and May 7th, instead of annual reporting was discussed. It was concluded that Academic Affairs should revisit the timeline before its final approval. 
E. New Business
i. Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between Chapman University College (CUC) and Miramar College – 

Duane Short presented the MOU and asked for Senate approval. The MOU obligates CUC to:
· Provide early advising for Miramar students
· Allow Miramar students to concurrently enroll at CUC, including in upper division courses
· Provide matriculation information on Miramar transfer students
· Provide expanded catalog rights to Miramar students
· Waive initial application fees for Miramar students
· Provide a 10% tuition discount for eligible Miramar Students.
The Academic Senate unanimously approved the MOU (MCS: J. T., W. N.)
ii. Affirmation of Adjunct Senators

The Senate unanimously affirmed four voting adjunct faculty members: Tyler Burtis (Public Safety), Ruth Trejo (BMS/Chemistry), Valri Nesbit (Liberal Arts) and David Reeves (Liberal Arts) (MCS: W.S., B.H.). Two remaining adjunct senate positions are still open.

F. Old Business
i. Update on PLACe Advisors
Darrel Harrison presented for Diana Fink (absent due to sickness). The dire state of math tutoring resulting from budget constraints was resolved by the Math Department faculty stepping-up and donating their time and for working with tutors.  Daphne thanked the Math Department for assigning 0.2 FTEF for tutoring and for their work.
ii. Online Mentoring Issues – Fred Garces

· Announcement of workshops on Camtasia and Blackboard Vista Course Showcase.
· Solicitation of nominations for showcase
· Discussion of plagiarism detection services and discussed pros and cons of Safe Assign versus Turn-It-In: Safe Assign – free and seamless as it is anchored in Blackboard, requires in-house training, lack of privacy and has a limited data base. Turn-It-In – more expensive and more private and has a bigger database.
· Course management system will be up in 2013; campus input into Blackboard alternatives is necessary. Faculty will be surveyed for input.

iii. Wendy Stewart – Transfer students’ challenges and importance of timely completion of paperwork, preferably ahead of timeline this year.

iv. Linda Woods – New Student Survey on campus parking. Results indicate need to remind students of availability of parking lot #1.
