Meeting called to order at 3:40pm with Daphne’s request for a moment of silence to honor Jim Lewis, a colleague and past Academic Senate Parliamentarian, who had passed the night before.
A. Approval of Agenda and Previous Minutes
The agenda was approved with the addition of an “Accreditation Report” by Linda Woods as a standing Committee Report.  The previous minutes were approved unchanged.

B. Senate Reports
i. Treasurer – David Buser reported receipt of additional dues, boosting the balance to $1535.53, of which $600 is reserved for the Academic Senate’s student scholarships and $100 for reimbursement to the Associated Students for the “Conversation with the Students” breakfast. The Bob Dalgleish Memorial Fund received a total of $235.
ii. President – Daphne reported:

C. Special Reports
i. Program Review Recommendations from AAC – Duane Short presented the rationale for the recommended revisions to the Program Review Annual Report (PRAR) and went briefly through the proposed document and appendices. He raised the need to clarify if signatures of Chairs and Deans signify awareness or approval.

Duane also informed of the coordination between the PR/SLOAC Committee and the BRDS Committee, which approved inclusion of submission of requests for funding (RFF) as part of the Program Review process for    2010-11. 

Buran Haidar, BRDS chair, shared that committee’s position regarding incorporation of its RFF with the PRAR by reading a section of the BRDS March 5th, 2010 approved minutes: [Discussion covered the intent to simplify, streamline, and reduce redundancy such as the dean’s separate approvals of program reviews and RFFs, the impact on the BRDS’ own timeline, and on RFF originators. The committee approved a motion to “Attach the Annual RFF to the 2010-11 PR Annual Report, as a pilot test.”]. She clarified that the specific format of the included RFF is being worked out.   
The Senate unanimously approved the motion to bless the proposed revisions to the PRAR. 

ii. Catalog Course Description Change Proposal from Curriculum Committee – Duane Short presented the Mesa College proposal and he explained the committee’s recommendations. The Senate approved the recommendations that will be forwarded to the Curriculum & Instructional Council (CIC).
D. Committee Reports/Information
i. Basic Skills – Mark Manasse announced Basic Skills workshops that are open to all and reminded that the deadline for Basic Skills proposals is April 29th.

ii. Accreditation – Linda Woods reported on:

a. The Accreditation Institute 2010 that she attended in March. She directed that all of the meeting materials are available at the http://www.asccc.org/ website. She highlighted the issues of: 1) the ACCJC SLOAC “rubric” and the importance of attaining college-wide proficiency, 2) online authentication, and 3) integration of program reviews of the three college divisions (Instructional, Students Services and Administration).
b. The self-study report will be reviewed by the Chancellor in late April and will be considered for adoption by the Academic Senate at the May 4th, 2010 meeting.

E. New Business 
a. Textbook Affordability – Kathy Werle presented the new District policy on “Course Materials Adoption and Procurement”. She asked the Senate for its position regarding item g, “Faculty will refrain from selecting textbooks which contain advertising,” which is strongly supported by Mesa and City faculty. Senators were asked to take it back to their departments for input. 
F. Old Business 
i. Technology Plan (Second Reading) – Susan Schwarz announced that the Technology Committee deliberated suggestions and comments it received regarding the proposed 2008-2011 Technology Plan. She clarified that, in view of the timing, the extent and scope of the proposed changes, and in agreement with involved faculty, the committee is asking the Senate to vote on the 2008-2011 Technology Plan without modification. Discussion involving several Senate Executive Board members focused on the importance of: a) distinction between a campus-wide and a committee-specific plan, b) inclusion of campus goals, and c) commitment to prospective consideration of the suggested modifications in the development of the future 2012-2015 Technology Plan, beginning in Fall 2010. The Senate approved forwarding the Technology Plan to the CEC with these recommendations.
ii. Academic Senate Executive Board Election – Nineteen Senators cast their votes for 2010-2011 Academic Senate Executive Board elected members. The following are the elected officers: Daphne Figueroa for President-Elect, Buran Haidar for Secretary, David Buser for Treasurer and two Members-at-Large, MaryAnn Guevarra and Linda Woods. Daphne announced her two appointed Members-at-Large to be David Navarro and Kevin Alston.  Darrel Harrison will continue to serve as Past President.
G. Announcements
i. Vets to Jets Workshop Series for dissemination to students.

ii. Graduation ceremony will be held at the Hilton Torrey Pines on Thursday, May 20th, at 4pm.
