BRDS RFF form and compatibility with 2010-2011 Program Review annual Report format
Buran reiterated the commitment to integrate the BRDS committee’s RFF with the PR/SLOAC process, as previously approved. She reviewed a) the BRDS committee and its chair’s need for an easily distributed paperless RFF form, with entries that automatically populate a dataset, b) the rationale for the existing form format and its limitations, and c) the ongoing efforts to develop a form that satisfies the committee’s needs.  

Discussion led to the formation of working group (Buran Haidar, David Buser, Kurt Hill, and Mark Hertica) to continue the development of an efficient RFF data collection with auto-fill capability for incorporation into the PR annual reporting process.
