2. NANCE Lunch Breaks: We discussed and agreed to the following policy for our NANCE employees.
Lunch Periods for NANCE/Student Worker Employees employees. 


Each NANCE/Student Worker employee assigned for more than five hours a day shall be entitled to an unpaid duty-free lunch period of not less than thirty minutes. NANCE/Student Worker employees shall not be assigned standby or other duty during a lunch period and are free to leave their work location during this time.  The time of day and length of an NANCE/Student Worker employee's lunch period shall be designated by his/her supervisor but should not vary from day to day within a workweek except when established at the time of employment or mutually agreed upon by the NANCE/Student Worker employee and the employee's supervisor.


Exceptions:


NANCE/Student Worker employee who works more than five, but less than six, hours per day may waive their lunch period upon mutual agreement of the NANCE/Student Worker employee and the supervisor.

Remember that when scheduling a meal period for employees, this period is not paid time and is not to be included in the hours submitted on their timecard.
3. Basic Skills Fund Usage: 
From the Chancellor’s 1/11/10 Budget Message:

Increased Categorical Flexibility. The 2009-10 State Budget provided community college districts with flexibility to shift funds among various categorical programs, as well as relief from programmatic requirements. The Governor proposes adding EOPS, Fund for Student Success (MESA, PUENTE, and Early College High School), and Basic Skills to the list of programs subject to the flexibility provisions.
SDCCD Impact. The intent of this adjustment would provide flexibility for "pooling" resources in more categorical programs.

The committee voiced concerns that Basic Skills funds would be “pooled” to cover other categorical funding cuts.  Currently, this recommendation is a proposal from the governor, and would have to be approved at the state level before being passed on to our district and school, and approval may not occur until the May State Budget Revision at the earliest.  If the pooling of categorical funds is passed, it should not be retroactive to previous Basic Skills budget allocations.  We agreed that Mark M. would mention this state proposal at the next Senate meeting.

4. Once we discuss the previous item, we can then ( Update Basic Skills Proposal Application form and scoring sheet 
We edited and revised our proposal and scoring forms.  Mark M. will meet with Kathy W. for some final changes before sharing with the campus.  The due date for the proposals will be Friday, April 30th.
