OLD BUSINESS – Duane took the Curriculum Committee suggestions for “Catalog Course Description Revision Proposal” and “Revision to Disciplines List” to the academic Senate for them to consider. (Minutes 3/17/10)

NEW BUSINESS – The committee discussed with Lou Ascione why there is such a disparity between the campuses? What are the criteria Miramar is held too which the other campuses are not: for example creating new classes during budget crises? Miramar is disparately cutting classes and is not offering courses that are needed to complete degrees, i.e. Psychology degree.  Students must transfer to another campus to complete their degrees.  Mr. Ascione suggested the committee put in writing their concerns and examples and forward to the curriculum Chair to be presented to Kathy Werle and Lou.

REPORTS

a. Vice President of Instruction – N/A
b. Articulation Officer – Three proposed resolutions about transfer degrees will be reviewed at the ASCCC Spring Plenary.  Daphne Figueroa is soliciting input on how she should vote on these items. D. Short summarized the differences between the viewpoints represented by these resolutions.

After discussion, the committee voted to endorse the resolution that encourages local control over degree requirements as opposed to mandating a transfer degree for students who complete all transfer requirements. D. Short agreed to communicate the committee’s endorsement to D. Figueroa.

c. Curriculum Chair – The CurricUNET Steering committee – The SLO feature 

is operational on CurricUNET for Miramar.  This district will provide training in using this feature, and there is also an online tutorial.  The Steering committee also has an ongoing discussion about assigning courses to disciplines in CurricUNET.  Duane plans to write a proposal during the summer on this subject.

The Steering committee is also working on a repeatability statement for Physical Education courses.
