April Koch reported that when she suggested Dr. James Madero as a Spring Opening Day presenter, President Daphne Figueroa informed the Academic Senate members that when she ran this idea by CEC, they preferred to dedicate the Spring Opening Duty Day to Accreditation.  Figueroa suggested that Dr. Madero either do a short Spring FLEX at a day and time other than the Thursday Opening Duty Day or wait until the Fall Opening Duty Day to have more time to present.  When many Academic Senate members, however, supported having Dr. James Madero as a brief Spring Opening Duty Day speaker, President Figueroa said that she would approach CEC again and asked our committee to decide whether we would like Dr. Madero to give a short Spring Opening Duty Day presentation or a longer presentation the Fall Opening Duty Day.  Our committee decided to request that Dr. Madero give a short presentation at the Spring Opening Duty Day.  April Koch said that she would convey this request to President Figueroa.
