Event Planning Committee Meeting, Monday, March 15, 2010, 2:00-3:00 P.M. (April Koch)
April Koch reported that the committee is creating a procedure for the future distribution of food and beverages 
at public events.  Koch shared the following information with the Diversity/International Education meeting:
A.
In the future (after an Event Planning Procedure is established), the intended distribution of food and beverages to the public should be announced at least one month in advance.  At this time, though, 
committees, clubs, and other campus groups can e-mail to Adela Jacobson their request for the approval 

to sell food and beverages.

B.
The Event Planning Committee distinguishes between the distribution of food and beverages to the public 
and at private events.  The procedure that the committee is creating is for public events, where the college could be liable for any food- and beverage-related problems, not for private events for which the college 

is not liable.

C.
The sale of food and beverages at an event for the purpose of raising funds for causes such as Haiti 

relief cannot be continued after the event. 

D.
Money raised at public events for scholarship and other causes must be deposited in a fudiciary

account, which must be reestablished each time a college organization wants to repeat raising


funds for those scholarships and other causes.
