 MINUTES
Old Business

1) Approval of Past Meeting Minutes

· February 5, 2009 (Buser/Willkie) MSC approved
2) Campus Master Plan Update (C. Wilde)
C. Wilde indicated he had been asked how items on the master plan list had been moved on the timeline.  His response was that everyone had had a chance to review and approve the plan originally.  When the plan was re-approved, slight scheduling and name revisions had been made to some items, but the basic plan has not changed.  C. Wilde mentioned that additional projects are also listed that are not bond funded and/or that are anticipated to be funded from alternate funding sources.  The Police information booth/sub-station has been combined into one project with the new parking structure by the W-bldg.  Regarding this parking structure and the proposed transit station, J. Bray mentioned that San Diego Transit may potentially request to use some parking spaces in the structure.
3) Cell Tower Update – Hourglass Park (C. Wilde/D. Gutowski)

Nothing to update.
4) Digital Messaging Update (S. Trevisan/G. Magpuri) – Tabled for April Meeting
5) Motorcycle Parking (C. Wilde)

C. Wilde mentioned this item was discussed at CEC and was not approved.
6) Flex Parking (C. Wilde) – C. Wilde took to this item to CEC.  The consensus was to move ahead, but those present wanted to speak to their constituencies first.  There were some concerns about how this plan will impact faculty/staff parking.  A survey will be done of current evening parking needs.
7) Smoking (C. Wilde) – C. Wilde advised the Committee CEC had approved change in distance notated on the signs from 20-25 feet.  S. Um from Reprographics has been asked to create new stickers to apply on the campus signs to qualify for the LEED certification.  A concern was raised regarding enforcement.  A larger issue was mentioned regarding cleaning up the cigarette butts as opposed to a problem of people smoking to close to doors/windows.  The Committee was informed that Hourglass Park, the Aquatic Center and the Field House are smoke free areas.
New Business

1) Communication Regarding Building On Campus (Buser)

D. Buser presented an item from K. Furman in Admissions.  Students have been asking about the building projects on campus.  Could there be a sign with pictures and possible completion dates located somewhere centrally on campus?  C. Wilde/J. Bray indicated the information is posted online.  They will look at producing larger, laminated copies of the master plan and having them posted in different areas on campus.  It was mentioned there is a Miramar events board in the Student Quad that would be one good location.  When the contractor/architect for the next project begins, we will look for a central location to post their sign.
2) Earth Week (Gonzales) – L. Gonzales provided information regarding the plan to hold an event on campus the week of April 20-25 in the Student Quad for Earth Week, to include a mini fair with various vendors.

3) Food & Culture Club (Gonzales) – L. Gonzales mentioned the campus Food and Culture Club is working on getting farm stands on campus with a weekly food fest and food fair as a club event on Tuesdays 12-3pm in the student quad.
4) Pay phones (Stephen) – S. Um indicated the pay phone in Hourglass Park and one located near the B300 building will be removed at the end of April. Only the one pay phone at C400 (Library) will remain.
5) Request for Car Pool Parking (Cruz) – R. Cruz has spoken with D. Picou regarding the possibility of having car pool parking areas on campus.  This is still being discussed in ASC.
6) Win a Parking Spot Fundraiser (Cruz) – R. Cruz mentioned ASC is discussing a fundraiser for students to try to win a parking spot on campus.
7) Department Operating Hours from Classified Senate Meeting (Um) – S. Um provided information which was discussed at the recent Classified Senate meeting regarding a change in operating hours.  Per the President, the new hours will be implemented at the end of March.  Student Services Offices may be closed or close early on Fridays but some employees may continue to work behind closed doors.  A concern was raised that students may be wandering campus.  S. Um indicated he could post some signs regarding the new hours.  C. Wilde indicated we are waiting for final word on the new hours.  We want to be consistent with the other campus hours.  The change in hours is to allow for cost savings in reducing the need for hourly help.  R. Cruz will talk to ASC about possibly generating a poll for student response regarding not having available student services on Fridays.
