 MINUTES
Meeting called to order at 1:10pm
Approval of agenda with changes
Old Business

1) Approval of Past Meeting Minutes

· October 1, 2009 (Buser/Higginbotham) MSC
2) Parking Task Force Update (B. Bell)

B. Bell reported that the Task Force has not met recently but he provided the Committee with a quick update on general parking issues.  He recounted that the west end of student lot #1 had been closed for approximately six weeks and was now reopened.  Additionally, lot #2 can now be accessed from lot #1.  A small section of the east end of lot #2 has been partitioned off for one week as of today, to facilitate construction activities relating to the classroom buildings.  Notice was sent to campus managers but not to the campus DL because the closure does not affect parking spaces.  Student lot #1 is expected to be fully opened by December 1st.  Lot #3 will be closed at the beginning of March 2010 to begin construction of the parking structure and police sub-station.  It is anticipated that despite the closure of lot #3, there will be plenty of parking available on campus.

P. Fong would like to see if the parking stalls around A100 and F100 can be re-striped.  B. Bell indicated the fire loop project needs to be completed first.  This project should be completed by the end of November, per J. Bray.  Once the project is completed, B. Bell will work with D. Picou regarding re-striping the parking stalls around these two buildings.
3) No Smoking Signage Update (B. Bell)
B. Bell reported there is nothing to update regarding signage since as discussed at the last meeting, there is currently no available funding.  He did mention that the Associated Students are circulating a new survey to gather responses on the current smoking policy as opposed to possibly having a smoke free campus.
New Business

1) Area Between ATT and Parking Structure (J. Bray)
J. Bray indicated there will be an area between the new parking structure and the ATT buildings that he is proposing to fence off at both ends to keep pedestrians from using as a walk-way, and to allow the Facilities Department to use as outside storage. A motion was made to identify the space between the lot #3 parking structure and the ATT expansion as designated for Facilities use (Buser/Werle) MSC.
2) Signage (S. Trevisan/L. Lareau)

This is a District project to create a master plan for signage at all campuses and continuing education sites.  The first stage of the project is to develop a master plan for elements of branding, way-finding and the “look” of signage.  S. Trevisan was Miramar’s rep over the summer and attended meetings to review bids.  Graphic Solutions was the company selected for this project.  A task force is being identified with representation from each site.  This is an opportunity for Facilities Committee members to represent Miramar with S. Trevisan, B. Bell and members from the Marketing Committee.  Of those present, J. Higginbotham, and A. De Lozier indicated interest in participating on the task force.  The first task will be to review current signage.  An e-mail will be sent to the entire committee so that those not present can respond.  B. Bell will report back to the Committee.
3) Permanent Location of Campus Garden (L. Gonzalez)

The Miramar Foundation Committee is giving $1000 start up funds for the interim garden.  L. Gonzalez reported that other donations of supplies and funding have been received as well.  She has spoken to P. Hsieh, R. Covert and R. Kinley for a permanent location.  The area identified must have clean water.  One place being looked at is the area behind the F200 Child Dev Center between the Field House. L. Gonzalez will get with J. Bray or T. Campbell to look at the campus master plan.  F. Garces suggested a locating near the planned green house/science garden if there will be access to clean water since organic fruits/vegetables will be grown to sell for fundraising opportunities.  B. Bell and J. Bray will look at other possible areas during their weekly meetings and will report back.  
4) Recycling Bins (L. Gonzalez)

L. Gonzalez mentioned there are many trash cans on campus that do not have recycling bins nearby and asked why there are not bins next to all trash cans on campus.  She asked if funding is an issue, can money be raised through the Environment Committee.  The plastic cheaper bins are easily removed.  There are a small number of cement bins that have been put around campus that cannot be easily removed, but are approximately $900 each.  If an opportunity comes up for additional funding, additional cement bins will be purchased.
5) Carpool Parking (B. Bell)

B. Bell reported he was contacted by D. Picou, who indicated the State Ed. code now requires carpool parking permits be offered to students at $30 per semester.  The Committee was asked if we would like as a campus to assign designated parking for individuals who purchase carpool parking permits (groups of 3 or larger).  One drawback indicated was that if there are no students attending Miramar who purchase carpool permits, the designated spaces could potentially remain unused.  The campus could start off conservatively and grow as needed, and could provide a designated area for easy patrol.  Students with carpool permits could still park in regular student spaces.  The Committee suggested identifying a certain number of spaces or area as carpool parking spaces, after all campus lots are open.
6) Law Library (B. Bell)

In the original plans for the Math and Technology building, a space was identified for a law library.  Books that were going to be housed in this area are now going to be online.  To multi-purpose this space, a request has been brought forward to change the focus of this space to a law library/conference room to include provided computer work stations to view online books.  The request includes converting two existing office spaces into the law library plans, expanding the space.  K. Werle asked if this can wait one month to look at program review and requests for space.  J. Bray indicated the decision can be delayed one month but a response would definitely need to be made by the next meeting.  The two offices were originally to be used as faculty offices.  J. Bray reported there is adequate faculty office space in the classroom buildings and LLRC.  B. Bell will ask D. Harrison or P. Hopkins to attend the December meeting and will have a floor plan available to show to the Committee.
7) Clock Tower Task Force (B. Bell) – tabled
8) Assigned Parking (P. Fong)

P. Fong asked for consideration of assigning parking spaces for the three vice presidents.  He reported that City and Mesa VPs have assigned parking.  The request is due to the numerous meetings the VPs attend at the campus and other sites and time spent hunting for a parking space upon their return.  D. Buser suggested identifying three spaces by the current reserved space for the President on the east side of A100.  A motion was made to entertain looking at a location somewhere on campus for three reserved parking spaces MSC (Garces/Buser).  This item will be taken forward to CEC.

1) Campus Green Day (L. Gonzalez)

L. Gonzalez expressed her thanks to the Facilities Department for doing a great job setting up for this event.  Ten vendors participated.  The event turned out very nice with approximately 2000 people in the three hours of the event.  One campaign during the event was “BOB”, bring your own (water) bottle.
2) Free seasonal flu shots will be given by the campus Health Center in preparation and training for the H1N1 vaccine distribution.  3000 shots are anticipated to be given out.
