1.  Chair’s Report
A.  Committee Representatives/reports to/from Senates

• Trevisan forwarded Academic Senate meeting e-summary provided by April Koch to members via e-mail.
•  Allen announced the Classified Senate will coordinate the auction/drawing portion of the college’s annual scholarship event and will seek outside donations.  Results of their winter fundraising activity are being tallied.
B.  District Marketing and Outreach Committee (DMOC) Report (Trevisan)

Trevisan shared the District Marketing & Outreach Plan for 2010-2012 with the following priorities: 1) e-marketing activities, focused on social media and electronic communications; 2) prioritized target populations (TBD); alumni.  Challenges to e-mail communications with students were discussed. Student ambassadors could maintain  “Facebook” involvement.  A “pop up” could offer options for “opt in” to receive college information online. Alumni benefits should be developed.  Nguyen recommended alumni recruitment during street fairs, as many individuals self-report at the college booth.  Coaches and adjunct faculty should be considered when seeking alumni.

C.  Accreditation

Trevisan advised members that MOC will be asked to review the college’s self-study for accreditation in areas pertinent to MOC mission and activities.  Self-study activity is posted on the “G” drive.

2.  Outreach (Nguyen)
Outreach priorities right now include maintaining high school relationships, Miramar scholarship awareness and workshops. Student ambassadors will staff the spring community street fair schedule.  

The MLK Jr. Parade 2011 was discussed. Students wanted to coordinate a college entry this year (2010), but notice was too short to file paperwork.  Possible suggestions for 2011 float/entry activities included an airplane from aviation, music, and participation from the art club and athletics. Student Asha Ainab will discuss at upcoming ASC meeting and report back.  She hopes students can take the lead. 

3. Website Review/Recommendations
MOC members were asked to review the organization of the draft website at http://ufoo.ics.sdmiramar.ent/~btsmith and provide comments/recommendations to Trevisan.  

Trevisan reported that one of MOC’s recommended changes to the current site while the new site is being developed was implemented:  instructional programs listed alphabetically.  Breadcrumbs and drop down menus cannot be accomplished, but will be included in the redesigned site.
