1.  Chair’s Report
A.  Committee Representatives/reports to/from Senates

• Trevisan forwarded Academic Senate meeting e-summary provided by April Koch to members via e-mail.
•  Allen reported Temmy Najimy will coordinate the Classified Senate drawing/silent auction component of Scholar Fest.  To encourage greater participation and enthusiasm, an off-campus fundraising event will be researched for next year.  
B.  District Marketing and Outreach Committee (DMOC) Report (Trevisan)

Trevisan shared the district plan for summer class schedule distribution.  A post card will be direct-mailed to all service area residents instead of a class schedule.  The post card will encourage use of the online schedule – Go Green, Go Online. Printed schedules will be available on campus and possibly through the community.  If the district does not pay for community distribution, the Marketing Committee will once again be requested to drop schedules off at Miramar service area libraries.  Schedules will be located in Admissions and will need to be individually requested.  They will be distributed upon completion of a brief questionnaire by the requestor as to how they use the schedule.  Fall class schedules will continue to be direct mailed, but the survey will continue to be used if schedules are requested on campus.  Research on how schedules are used will also include phone and focus group surveys.  

2.  Outreach (Nguyen)
•  Nguyen reviewed the status of student ambassadors.  At this time, Miramar has three SAs, funded by Financial Aid (BFAP).  His program has experienced a 15% categorical cut.  They are staffing street fairs in the Miramar community, the Science Week “Science Fun for Kids 9 to 99” on campus, plus assisting with district activities.   

•  Outreach has been working with Financial Aid to encourage scholarships awareness through a series of workshops.  Preliminary applications have increased even though fewer scholarships are offered this year. 

•  Outreach can no longer provide assessments at high schools.  Instead, application workshops, orientations and ed plans are being scheduled.  Contacts at local high schools have asked for involvement and outreach.

•  Nguyen asked for the “one seat left” graphic that was used by Communications on the last schedule cover to use on mini fliers, posters and other materials to stress the message that space is limited in classes and early preparation, application and registration are necessary.

•  The Chancellor wants to increase Freshman Year Experience (FYE), but the college is challenged by funds necessary to provide the counseling component, staffing and number of Personal Growth classes.  Nguyen is working with David Navarro on a plan of action – how the college can accommodate the new students.  They anticipate 100 FYE participants this year.  Allen stated with instructional cuts, it is hard to hold slots open for special student groups. 

• SD Unified is brining 30 students from various high schools to campus next week for a tour and dialogue with DSPS and EOPS.  On March 17, 100 students from Black Mountain Middle School will visit the campus.  Nguyen requested AS assistance, if possible.  

•  Bonnie Wu (AS rep) had not heard any discussion about the MLK Parade 2011, which was to be brought to AS for possible coordination of the Miramar entry. She will bring the event to their attention and report back. 

3. Website Review/Recommendations
It was recommended that the MOC review the new website flow for organization at the next MOC meeting, 4/7/10, in the PDC.  Trevisan will follow up.  Sonny reported he will be responsible for the student services content.  Various user groups and students will review the test site during the summer before it’s planned launch in the fall.  

4.  Events

Due to construction, MOC has suspended its Evening with the Experts presentations; however, Diversity and International Education Committee will continue to sponsor a few.  Koch provided the following report:

• Feb. 26, Evening with the Experts Poetry Jam was well attended (60 guests).  $178 ticket sales, plus $100 donation toward scholarships were raised.  Snacks were sold at $1 per item to raise funds for Haiti relief.  

•  For Women’s History Month, the Diversity and International Ed Committee will cosponsor an observation of Women’s History Day on 3/8/10, plus a library display and possible Evening with the Experts.

•  On Monday, 4/12, a film recognizing Holocaust Remembrance Day from 2-5:30 p.m. in I-105 has been scheduled.
