The meeting convened at 1:07pm
1. Approval of March 11, 2009 Minutes (MSC Davenport/Reagan, w/addition of note from C. Reagan to anchor canopies at all times; first bullet under item #2).
2. Injury/Illness and Accident Investigation Reports Received Since Last Meeting
a. An employee was putting away glassware on a top cabinet, using step stool.  They lifted their right leg and hit their knee on a lab bench.  The employee was seen at Sharp Rees Stealy for pain in her knee.
b. A student in a defense tactics class dislocated their left shoulder when another student fell on top of them.  Ice was applied to the injury.  The student indicated they had injured their shoulder previously.  The student was released from the remainder of the class.  The student declined medical assistance indicating they would see their personal physician.
c. An employee sustained a cut on their left forearm on a packing staple while unpacking boxes.  The injury was bandaged.  No further medical attention was required.
d. An employee assisting a student mix paint with an automatic paint mixer in a ceramics class, cut their finger on the mixer.  The employee was seen at Sharp Rees Stealy.  D. Gutowski will follow-up and see if there is a safety guard or other precautionary devise on the mixer.
3. Review/Update
a. Emergency Preparedness Plan/Campus Evacuation Plan (D. Gutowski)
D. Gutowski indicated the finalized Emergency Preparedness Plan has been received from District College Police.  He mentioned the campus map will be updated on an annual basis due to the amount of construction occurring on campus.  A date has not been set, as of today’s date, for an emergency drill/training in conjunction with recent C-CERT training.  The drill will utilize folks who went through the C-CERT training and individuals assigned under emergency plan.
4. Safety Related Items
a. Governance Committee Recommendation Reporting Form (A. De Lozier)

A. De Lozier provided an update regarding the proposal to remove the Safety Committee from the Shared Governance process.  The College Governance Committee has approved the request and forwarded it to Academic Senate for review.
b. Walk-way from Black Mtn Road to Campus (A. De Lozier for B. Gravett)

B. Gravett submitted an e-mail requesting discussion of the repair of an asphalt barrier along the walkway from Black Mountain Road into the campus.  It is a tripping hazard for a blind student who attends the college.  D. Lindsay will look at the barrier.  He indicated the contractor will have to repair it.  A question was asked as to if there will be a walk-way along the new entrance.  D. Gutowski provided information regarding walk-ways and vehicle and pedestrian access during construction.  E. Thomas asked about the turn-around near the Child Development Center.  A. De Lozier indicated this item was discussed last year in the Facilities Committee and she will provide E. Thomas with a copy of the plans.
c. Hazmat Training Science Dept (D. Gutowski)
D. Gutowski reported from the District Management Services Committee (MSC) regarding problems with how chemical containers are being labeled.  MSC is asking each campus what their process is regarding training and labeling hazardous materials.  V. Nguyen indicated he has been working with county inspectors and has a log book that is kept up.  D. Gutowski indicated Mesa was penalized during their last inspection.  D. Lindsay mentioned that he and his staff have gone through training/refreshers courses.  V. Nguyen also indicated he has training for his folks and he keeps a manual for Biology.  He suggested the need for a game plan with the county indicating what steps to follow and that it would be helpful if they worked with the same inspector each time.  He also has requested training.  M. Walsh will forward contact information for the person training hazmat interns through the Fire Tech program.  M. Lopez asked if there is official documentation indicating what each department needs and how often training should occur.  D. Lindsay will speak to D. Rogers and D. Umstot from District Facilities.  V. Nguyen, D. Lindsay and P. Chlapecka will send D. Gutowski current practices at Miramar regarding handling hazardous materials and any recommendations.  D. Gutowski will forward this information to D. Umstot at the District.
d. Site Inspections (D. Gutowski)
D. Gutowski will look at an incentive of Starbucks or Jamba Juice cards for those folks who get their area inspection reports in by next month’s Safety Committee meeting.  D. Lindsay requested that if something can be corrected within the department, staff take care of these items instead of listing them on the report forms that go to him.  A. De Lozier will send the list of rooms and inspectors assigned.  She will provide completed reports to D. Lindsay as they are received instead of holding onto them and submitting them all at once.

e. Mailroom (S. Um)
S. Um reported that text books are being taken from the mailroom.  He asked that if anyone sees someone in the mailroom that should not be there, to let him or College Police know The Reprographics department should be relocating up to A100 hopefully by end of May.  A recommendation is being reviewed for the installation of a door to the mailroom with a button combination lock.
