The meeting was called to order at 1:05pm.
The agenda was approved with additions (Lindsay/Chlapecka).
1. Approval of May 13, 2009 Minutes
MSC (Hendrix/Patton)
2. Injury/Illness and Accident Investigation Reports Received Since Last Meeting
a. An employee was assisting moving furniture into an office over a three day period.  The employee did not have pain at the time of moving the furniture, but experienced pain over the weekend.  D. Gutowski will check with the department supervisor on the status of the employee.  D. Lindsay suggested requesting/scheduling assistance when relocating office furniture, whether through Operations if they are able, even though it is not really part of their duties, or find budget to hire professional movers.  D. Gutowski mentioned if the move is Prop S & N related, there is available. D. Gutowski and D. Lindsay will draft a recommendation to forward to the Facilities Committee.
b. An employee experienced chest pains. Paramedics were called and responded.  The employee was transported to Kaiser.  They had no prior condition.
c. A student complained of pain in their right hand from an injury playing softball which occurred the week prior.  The student reported the injury when the pain did not improve.
d. A student was participating in an outside obstacle course when they struck their head on a piece of wood.  The student was seen at Sharp Rees-Stealy.  D. Gutowski will follow-up to see if the obstacle course needs to be repaired.
e. A student fainted after giving blood at a blood mobile on campus.  The student felt light-headed and was caught by a friend as they fainted, before falling to the ground.  The student refused medical attention and was taken home by the friend.

f. A student was seen in the Student Health Center complaining of various pains and illnesses.  While in the Health Center, the student spit up what looked like coffee grounds. Staff suspected the student could be suffering from internal bleeding and called 911.  Medics responded, evaluated the individual and transported them to Sharp Memorial Hospital.
g. A student injured their left wrist during a defensive tactics training class. The student applied an ice pack to their wrist.  They refused medical attention.
h. A temporary employee was washing glassware for a lab class when they noticed pain to their left thumb and yellow discoloration to their fingernail.  The employee went to be evaluated at Health Center at the Health Center but it was closed.  They refused medical assistance. V. Nguyen, the department supervisor, will complete an Injury and Illness Incident and Investigation (Supervisor’s) Report.
i. A child in the Child Development Center hit their head on the concrete when another child knocked them over.  Department staff applied an ice pack to the injured child’s head.  The child’s mother was notified.  The child remained in the Center and was monitored by department staff.
j. An employee has been experiencing reoccurring neck pain and headaches due to daily computer/keyboard use.  The employee was seen at Sharp Rees Stealy and their work space will be evaluated.
3. Review/Update
a. Emergency Preparedness Plan (D. Gutowski)
D. Gutowski provided information regarding mock training that took place on campus May 15th.  Miramar employees who had attended c-cert training in January participated. The training began a bit chaotic but everyone involved pulled together.  D. Gutowski commended D. Lindsay and the other trainers who assisted with the simulated earth quake and search and rescue scenarios.  A debriefing meeting will be scheduled in July.  City and Mesa College will be having c-cert training in the near future. Miramar employees who were not able to attend the Miramar training may be able to attend is space is available.  D. Gutowski will send information to the campus as it becomes available.
b. Safety Inspection Reports Received (A. De Lozier)
A. De Lozier gave an update on reports received since the last meeting.  There are still a number of outstanding reports.  President Hsieh has requested that managers make sure staff are completing these reports.  D. Gutowski will follow-up at the next President’s Cabinet meeting.  Some areas may need to be reassigned.
c. Safety Training for Handling of Chemical Waste (D. Gutowski)
Cuyamaca College offers a 40 hour training program.  V. Nguyen is looking at scheduling a class between the summer and fall semesters.  A minimum of 18 people is required with a cost of $30 for the class and certificate.  D. Lindsay’s staff participated in a 40 hour hazwopper class.  He is not sure if this is the correct training for Science staff as it is typically for first responders to spills.  V. Nguyen mentioned the class includes labeling and he would rather be over trained than not trained.  D. Gutowski indicted that Sandra Slivka suggested there is a video that can be purchased that would cover needed information.  V. Nguyen replied that he did not think a video provides enough information and may not be accepted by the county.  This topic was again discussed at MSC.  The District is looking at hiring a consultant to write a chemical hygiene plan and put together a procedure for training District staff.  D. Gutowski will suggest at the next President’s Cabinet meeting, that faculty/staff from Aviation, Diesel and Auto should also send participants it this training is scheduled.  D. Lindsay mentioned that time spent reviewing department procedures with staff should be logged as information provided for inspections.  He will work with V. Nguyen.
d.
Banner at Aviation (P. Chlapecka) – The banner hanging from the north end of the Aviation building in not secured on the bottom and is banging against the building when it is windy.  P. Chlapecka asked if it can be removed.  D. Lindsay indicated they have a new lift and will take care of it.
4. Safety Related Items
a. Parking and Communication Plan (D. Gutowski)

D. Gutowski will be walking the areas after this meeting.  Some of the green material at eye level and in blind spots will be cut/pulled off the fences around the construction sites 

b. Safety Conscious Award Winner (A. De Lozier)

A. De Lozier announced the winner for the employee safety conscious award this year is Dane Lindsay and the department winner is Facilities Services.
c. Committee Member Leaving/Replacement (B. Hendrix)

Bob Hendrix will be retiring at the end of June after 30 years in the San Diego Police Department.  Scott Holslag will be B. Hendrix’s replacement on the Safety Committee.  B. Hendrix commented that it has been a pleasure working with the committee members.  D. Gutowski wished Bob well and welcomed Scott.
d. Garden (P. Alberti)

P. Alberti reported that brush has been cleared behind the Bookstore and by the road that dead-ends at the Cafeteria building for a small garden for growing vegetables.  D. Gutowski indicated the Environmental Stewardship Committee is a sub-committee of the Facilities Committee.  P. Alberti will be added to the Facilities notification listing.
e.
