The meeting was called to order at 1:05pm.
The agenda was approved – No additional items added to the agenda
1. Approval of June 10, 2009 Minutes
MSC (Chalpecka/Alberti)
2. Injury/Illness and Accident Investigation Reports Received Since Last Meeting
a. A staff member was participating in an on-site activity and received heat stroke.  Staff member was transferred to Sharp hospital.  Workers Comp was filed.  
· For all outdoor activities sponsored by Miramar College, water should be available.
b. A visitor waiting in their car for a student, called 911, complaining of being light headed and dizzy.  Paramedics transferred the visitor to Kaiser Hospital.
c. A visitor had muscle cramps after playing tennis on the courts.  Campus Police was called, but visitor refused any further treatment.
d. A staff member walking from the Field House to their office tripped in a gravel ditch and received injuries (cuts and bruises).  A Workers Comp claim was filed.  The staff member refused further treatment.
e. A student standing had difficulty in breathing.  They were transported to Sharp hospital.  The student refused any further medical assistance.
f. A student bruised their knee and sprained their ankle while falling off a curb in front of the C-400 building.  Student was transported to Kaiser Hospital.  

· There are curb cuts in that location, but at the end of the sidewalks.  
g. A staff member was stacking cases of soda and strained themselves.  The supervisor is instituting a 5 case high policy when stacking soda cases.  No workers comp was filed.
h. A student became dehydrated and complained of being dizzy and light headed, while using the agility course.  Paramedics were called to the scene and the student was transported to Pomerado Hospital.
· P. Hunt to check with the Dean of Public Safety to see if faculty members are encouraging students to bring water with them.
i. A student was opening a door to a campus office and ripped off their toe nail.  The student was treated on campus and refused follow up to a hospital.
3. Review/Update
a. Emergency Preparedness Plan (D. Gutowski)
Tabled until October 14, 2009 meeting.
b. Safety Inspection Reports Received (B. Bell)
· We will receive a list of departments that have not turned in their Safety Inspection reports from A. De Lozier.  
c. Safety Training for Handling of Chemical Waste (D. Gutowski)
B. Bell indicated that per the Vice Chancellor of Facilities, David Umstot, the District was audited on the handling of chemical waste.  The District and sister campus’ Lab Technicians were not following the procedures set forth by the District on chemical hygiene.  The Vice Chancellor has asked for each campus to contribute $3000 for District wide procedures.   B. Bell also stated that the Safety Committee could possibly have V. Nguyen to help out with the District wide training and identify procedures.
4. Safety Related Items


a.  No Smoking Campus (F. McCorkell)

F. McCorkell has been approached by students regarding the campus to become a smoke-free campus.  B. Bell discussed with the committee about reviewing the survey that students did 3 years ago.
· B. Bell to get student survey to committee.  Would like input from faculty and staff regarding current policy.  Currently there was a movement from 20 to 25 feet from any open doorway.
b. Lighting for Parking Lot 2 to Pathway (gauntlet) (B. Bell)
On an email from S. Schwarz, B. Bell asked the CSO to look at the lighting in this area.  The CSO has found that the solar lighting was too high on the fence and that four of the solar lights were burned out or broken.  It was stated the lighting is an ambient light, and some of the lights are partially blocked by foliage near the D-300 building.  
c.   Influenza Update (B. Bell/L. Allen)
B. Bell shared with the committee that the District wide Influenza committee along with the sub-committee have resource materials for reporting cases.  H1N1 virus affects age groups 4 to 25 years of age and pregnant women.

d.
Elementary School Using Pool (C. Reagan)


C. Reagan discussed the safety of the elementary school children walking on campus during construction, while being escorted to the pool for physical education.  F. McCorkell stated that they were from Hage Elementary.

· B. Bell will ask D. Gutowski to follow up with the elementary school to find a different route due to construction.
e.
Signs (S. Um)


S. Um indicated that through Props S/N, a printer was purchased to make signage around campus.  It was a great help at the beginning of the semester.  For any questions, or if any committee members see that signage needs to be updated or replaced, please contact him.
f.
Fire Ants (R. Covert)


R. Covert reported that fire ants have been indentified on campus due to construction.  Bait traps are being set.
g.
Hand Sanitizers (T. Davenport)


T. Davenport expressed his concern over hand sanitizers that were either empty or needed repair.  A-104 and A-201 have not had theirs installed.
h.
Rise in Pavement Around A-207 (P. Hunt)


P. Hunt reported that there is about an inch rise in the pavement outside of A-207.  She submitted a work order on the Facilities new online work order system.  B. Bell and S. Elmone inspected the area, and noticed that the seam in the concrete is lifting and does impose a safety risk.
